Sunday Runs

It was suggested that we may want to offer an alternative time to the 10am Sunday run e.g. 7.30 or 8.00 am to cater for individuals with family commitments or church activities. It was agreed that this item is reviewed again at the next quarterly meeting when the mornings are lighter. 

Monday Running Sessions

Iain Morrice has committed to do some running sessions on Mondays to help the Triathletes who already meet on Monday’s and Friday’s. Iain will provide Verity and Alex Gordon with a note of the dates he will be available.

Marathon Training 

Iain Morrice has committed to do some long distance running sessions on Saturday mornings for individuals who are training for Marathons. A time of 9 am was suggested as the Triathletes have their swimming session on a Saturday morning between 7.30 and 8.30am. Iain to provide Verity with a note of the dates he will be available.

Rigg Race

Bob Douglas advised that the Rigg Race will be discussed at next week’s committee meeting. There has been a change in procedures. As the race is held on public roads which require to be closed a permit is required for Insurance purposes in which police and local authority consent is required. If the club went ahead with the race without this permit and someone was hurt or injured this would invalidate the Insurance. The permit has to be logged by the middle of this month however we are still awaiting the Gala committee to agree the date. If the Rigg Race is going ahead Alex Gordon will require a number of volunteers to assist her with the organisation. Bob will speak with Graeme Fletcher who organised last year race and find out if these new procedures were in force last year.

Cross Country Season

Tom advised that this season’s cross-country is going well. The senior ladies and senior men are still in a position to qualify for league places after the first two league runs at Livingston and Kirkcaldy. The club had a men’s team entered for the East District Championships but it fell short of a full qualifying team as we only had five runners but needed six for a full team.

The club has two further events coming up the last league race in Broxburn on the 20th Jan 2007 and the Scottish National Cross Country in Falkirk on 10th February 2007. Tom hopes to have full teams and more for both these events.   

Social Events

The party has been booked for Saturday 20th January 2006 at the Johnsburn after the Broxburn cross-country. Norma advised that she has already sold 20+ tickets and is confident of getting more sold. Iain advised that he has secured the hall at no cost and the disco will be £125 (which includes a discount of £25) providing any extra monies are given to charity. The charity will be Marie Curie in Fairmilehead. The Johnsburn will supply stovies at a cost of £2.50 per head, which is included in the £5 ticket price. It was suggested that we have a raffle on the night of the party and individuals were asked to bring along prizes in order to help meet the cost of the event. Alan will get a book of raffle tickets. It was noted that charity decisions need to be agreed as a Group and any financial decisions need to go through the main committee.

It was agreed that running away days be organised for every quarter of the year. First event is the Paris marathon on 15 April 2007. Alan will email members once a quarter to come up with ideas for running away days. A number of other race events were discussed.

Iain advised that he is trying to organise a run to Dalmahoy. He is currently looking to find out if he can secure free passes so that individuals will be ale to use the shower facilities after the run. He is looking to organise this for end February.

Ann suggested a quiz night, which everyone agreed, was a good idea.

Club Events

It was agreed that the club would continue with the Monthly best Improver medals for 10K races over the summer months and the handicap race along the water of Leith. Bob confirmed that he would organise both these events however he will require helpers at the beginning and the end of the handicap race.

Kit

Norma is finding it extremely difficult to find an organisation who will do club jackets / fleeces. Various individuals suggested different organisations to contact including Scottish Athletics. Norma will do some further investigation and this item will be carried forward to the next meeting.

Integration of Harmeny Tri Club

Verity Missen outlined how the soon to be launched Pentland Tri Club will be integrated with Harmeny Pentland Runners, the objective being for triathletes and runners to make full use of both club activities.  Pentland Tri Club is due to be launched at the end of February 2007 for both men and women.  The annual membership will be the same as Harmeny, i.e. £18.00 plus the affiliation costs for each discipline, which is + £7.00 for Harmeny members affiliating to Scottish Athletics, and + £2.00 for Pentland Tri members affiliating to Scottish Tri.  Therefore, Harmeny annual membership is £25.00, Pentland Tri membership is £20.00.  Those people wishing to belong to both clubs would have to pay the affiliation cost of the add on club.
Membership / Financials

A new Treasurer will therefore have to be appointed to take over from Paul next year. Bob will take this forward at next week’s committee meeting

He thought that the extra funs were actually being used to give individuals a discount on club tee shirts / vests. Bob said he would check the minutes to confirm what had been agreed.
