1. The minutes of Jan 2009 meeting were accepted. No actions were outstanding other than for TW to arrange Bowling- it was decided that this was best held in late Autumn and Tom undertook to select a suitable date. Everyone present thanked Iain M for his amazing efforts in ensuring the B n B runs were such fun.

2. The agenda was accepted and AOB added: to discuss WOLH and code of conduct.
3. Wed and Sun leaders: Thanks were extended to Paul T who has over an extended period made great effort to ensure that a variety of interesting routes were selected and that everyone was welcome and safe. The organisation and leadership of Wed night in particular and to a much lesser extent Sun mornings was discussed at great length. Iain Morrice, who now intends to attend regularly on Wed, volunteered to co-ordinate a group of volunteers who would form a rota to lead the different ability groups- names suggested included: LB, GO, KS, and in their absence Tris and Jonathon. Action on FT to request volunteers on Facebook. It was concluded that notification of route using internet was desirable as implemented by other clubs. However, it was unclear if this was possible with current access to HAC website so until this is resolved, Facebook (to which only 62 members subscribe) would have to suffice.
4. Council debated the process for London Marathon club place. It is assumed VLM organisers will grant SAL clubs such as HAC 3 (or perhaps 2 places) next year. It is incumbent on those running with club place to wear a club shirt, state HAC on entry and allow photos to be used for club promotional purposes. Process in previous years has been to prioritise those who entered ballot and then have a random draw. It was unanimously resolved that the Council recommends to the Committee: that no-one be allowed a club place twice in any 3 year period (i.e. 2 yrs gap before re-entering club ballot), that ballot only be open to those who have been a member of the Club for more than 1 yr and that a special case be made to allow GO to be a blind guide in 2010 (in the event he is not awarded a place by another mechanism and his blind friend runs).
5. Social: Council noted that the next date for Coffee & Cake run Sun 26 July. Same route as Dec ie WoL from Juniper Green to Stockbridge. As stated above TW will organise Bowling in October. Iain M will organise a Sun morning run (~end July) to a house with a large garden in Colinton for a BBQ. GO will organise alternative sports day in Malleny Park (e.g. softball) with backup raindate: games in pub. IM requested that those running Glencova ½ on 14th Nov. inform him and pay small deposit by the cutoff date (tba).
6. WOLH: GC requested that a sweeper (cyclist) volunteer and that anyone not running on 23rd Aug volunteer to help at start/finish. It was suggested that there should be a social event after e.g. softball in the park. The date should be advertised on HAC website and Facebook.

7. FT led a discussion on the possible content of a code of behaviour that could  be provided to members to ensure that all had an understanding of how best to enhance the reputation of the Club and to support those giving up their time to ensure the smooth running of the Club. There was no consensus reached.
8. Date of next meeting- quarterly  how about 24th September (someone remind me this time!) 8 pm in R Arms.
