1 - Minutes Approved

The minutes of the meeting on 15th April 2008 were approved.
2 - Coaching with Derek Parker
At the last Council meeting IM was asked to contact Derek Parker and enquire if he would run a session at Linwood for 4-6 participants. IM advised that he has emailed DP, unfortunately he has not had a response however he was using Derek’s work email address and Derek may have retired. IM will contact DP by telephone to arrange a session for August / September and ascertain the cost. 

3 - Social Events
Thanks went to Norma and Martin Bone for the post Edinburgh / London marathon BBQ.

VM advised that to date there had been no feedback from members regarding ideas for another social event. VM suggested Ratho Climbing Centre, who can offer activities and a meal for groups. For example an aerial assault course at £8 per head and / or team building puzzle games at £10 per head followed by a finger buffet at £9.80 per head. Their café also serves beer & wine.
